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Background

Traffic crashes and crime both impose significant economic and social burdens
through injury and loss of life, as well as property damage and loss. Efforts to reduce
crashes and crime often result in competing demands on limited public resources.
Comparable and up-to-date cost data on crashes and crime contribute to informed
decision making about allocation of limited public resources in important ways. As a
first step, cost data provide information about the magnitude of the problems of crashes
and crime by allowing us to estimate dollar losses to society. More importantly, cost
data on crashes and crime are essential in providing a common measure for evaluating
cost and benefits of various policy alternatives that compete for resources.

This document is the fourth in a series of UMTRI reports that estimates the
monetary and nonmonetary (quality-of-life) costs to the state of Michigan from traffic
crashes and crimes. In all four studies, cost estimates for crashes and crime were
applied to crash and crime incident data to generate dollar losses to the state.
Michigan’s crime experience in these studies is represented by the incidence of index
crimes. Index crimes include murder, rape, robbery, aggravated assault, burglary,
larceny, motor vehicle theft, and arson. Arson, however, was excluded from these
studies because it is often intentionally committed against one's own property
complicating societal cost estimation.

The results of the first study (Streff and Molnar, 1990) indicated that in 1988,
index crimes in Michigan resulted in $0.8 billion in monetary costs and $2.4 billion in
total costs (i.e., monetary and nonmonetary quality-of-life costs). Traffic crashes in
Michigan resulted in $2.3 billion in monetary costs and $7.1 billion in total costs, nearly
three times the cost of index crimes. In 1994, updated cost estimates for crashes and
crime applied to 1993 crash and crime incidence data for Michigan (Streff and Molnar,
1994) indicated that index crimes resulted in $1.9 billion in monetary costs and $5.0
billion in total costs, while traffic crashes resulted in $4.5 billion in monetary costs and
$12.1 billion in total costs in 1993, more than twice the cost of index crimes.

In the third study (Streff and Molnar, 1999), the study methodology was
expanded to include cost estimates for alcohol-involved traffic crashes. Findings
indicated that in 1998, index crimes in Michigan resulted in $1.9 billion in monetary
costs and $4.5 billion in total costs. Traffic crashes resulted in $4.3 billion in monetary
costs and $10.7 billion in total costs. Of those costs, alcohol-involved crashes



accounted for $1 billion in monetary costs and 2.8 billion in total costs. Costs for traffic
crashes in 1998 were more than twice as high as comparable costs for index crimes.

In the present study, cost estimates, including both monetary and nonmonetary
guality-of-life costs specific to Michigan, were generated for traffic crashes and index
crimes by leading experts in the fields of economics of traffic crashes and crime. As in
the three earlier studies, arson was excluded from the analyses. The cost estimates
were applied to 2004 Michigan traffic crash and index crime incidence data to estimate
dollar losses from traffic crashes, alcohol-related traffic crashes, and index crimes for
each county in the state, as well as for the state as a whole.



Methods

Estimation of Costs for Traffic Crashes and Index Crimes

Methods for estimating costs of traffic crashes and index crimes are detailed in
the Appendix. A brief overview is presented here. Costs of traffic crashes and index
crimes were estimated by the Pacific Institute for Research and Evaluation. Costs of
traffic crashes parallel those estimated by Miller, Galbraith, Leslina, Schlax, Mabery,
and Deering (1997). Methods for estimating costs of index crimes parallel those used
by Miller, Cohen, and Wiersema (1994). Costs of both traffic crashes and index crimes
were adapted to Michigan using state-specific medical costs and earnings and a
regional price adjuster.

Costs of traffic crashes and index crimes are broken out into two categories in
this study: (1) monetary costs and (2) nonmonetary quality-of-life costs. Monetary costs
include medical care (including payments for hospitals and physician care, emergency
medical transport, rehabilitation, prescriptions, allied health services, medical devices,
nursing home care, and insurance claims processing, as well as coroner and premature
burial costs for fatalities), future earnings (including wages, fringe benefits, and
housework lost by the injured), public services (including initial police response and
follow-up investigation, as well as emergency transport and fire services), and property
damage and loss (the value of property damage and of property taken and not
recovered).

Nonmonetary quality-of-life costs include costs associated with pain, suffering,
and fear. For crime, these values come from jury awards for pain, suffering, and lost
quality of life due to physical injuries and fear. For murders and traffic crashes, these
values are computed from the amount people routinely spend (in dollars or time) to
reduce their risk of death and injury (see Cohen and Miller 1994; Cohen and Miller,
2003).

Estimation of Incidents of Traffic Crashes and Index Crimes

Data on motor vehicle crashes in Michigan were obtained from the Michigan
State Police and were broken out by county (UMTRI, 2005). Records were obtained for
all crashes reported to local or state police agencies in 2004, with injury severity coded
according to the KABCO injury severity scale. K-level (fatal) injuries are injuries caused



by the crash that result in death within 90 days of the incident. A-level (serious) injuries
are incapacitating injuries that prevent injured persons from walking, driving, or normally
continuing activities they were capable of performing prior to the injury. B-level
(moderate) injuries include non-incapacitating injuries that are evident to observers at
the scene of the crash. C-level (minor) injuries are possible injuries reported or claimed
that are not fatal, incapacitating, or non-incapacitating injuries evident to observers. O-
level (no injury) refers to property-damage-only incidents in which no occupants were
injured. Alcohol-involved crashes were identified as those in which the reporting officer
checked the HBD or had-been-drinking box on the crash report form.

Data on index crimes for 2004 were obtained from Michigan's Uniform Crime
Reporting Program operated by the Michigan State Police and were broken out by
county. Index crimes used in the analyses include murder, rape, robbery, assault,
burglary, larceny, and motor vehicle theft.

Estimation of Dollar Losses to the State of Michigan from Traffic Crashes and
Index Crimes

Cost estimates for traffic crashes and index crimes were applied to 2004
Michigan crash and index crime incidence data to estimate dollar losses for each county
in the state, as well as for the state as a whole. Total incidence frequencies for traffic
crash outcomes were generated based on the number of occupants killed or injured
(KABC), as well as the number of vehicles involved in crashes in which no occupants
were injured (property damage only). These frequencies were multiplied by appropriate
cost figures to generate costs for each crash outcome category, then summed to
generate the monetary and total costs for traffic crashes. The same procedure was
followed independently for alcohol-involved crashes. Frequencies for each index crime
were multiplied by appropriate cost figures to generate costs for each index crime
category, then summed to generate the monetary and total costs for index crimes.

Results

Table 1 presents cost estimates per police-reported crash victim in Michigan in
2004 dollars. Cost estimates are broken out by crash outcome and cost category. Table
2 presents cost estimates per police-reported, alcohol-involved crash victim in Michigan in
2004 dollars (with cost estimates broken out by crash outcome and cost category). Table



3 presents cost estimates per police-reported index crime victim in Michigan in 2004
dollars (with cost estimates broken out by crime category and cost category). Within each
crash or crime category in Tables 1-3, total comprehensive costs may not exactly add to
the sum of monetary and quality-of-life costs due to computer rounding.

Estimates of traffic crash and index crime incidence and cost estimates by crash
outcome (for both total crashes and alcohol-involved crashes) and crime category for the
state of Michigan as a whole and for all Michigan counties are contained in figures and



tables on the following pages. To be consistent with the previous reports in this series, the
average cost of traffic crash costs per casualty is also shown. The term “casualty” is used
in the general sense, and refers to victims in injury crashes and vehicles in PDO crashes.
Also presented are tables of cost estimates for traffic crashes and index crimes broken
out by specific cost categories. Within each crash or crime category, total comprehensive
costs were calculated by multiplying the cost of each incident type by the number of such
incidents. Because of computer rounding, these total comprehensive costs may not
exactly add to the sum of monetary and quality-of-life costs.

In 2004, index crimes in Michigan resulted in $2.0 billion in monetary costs and
$5.1 billion in total costs (i.e., monetary and nonmonetary quality-of-life costs). Traffic
crashes in Michigan resulted in $5.9 billion in monetary costs and $12.4 billion in total
costs. Of those costs, alcohol-involved crashes accounted for $1 billion in monetary costs
and $2.6 billion in total costs. Costs for traffic crashes in 2004 were more than twice as
high as comparable costs for index crimes. Based on dollar losses to the state, the
magnitude of the problem of traffic crashes clearly exceeded that of index crimes in 2004.

For comparison of the trends in the costs of index crimes and traffic crashes over
time, the overall statewide costs of index crimes and crashes were calculated in 2004
dollars for each year from 1998 through 2004 (see Appendix B). Over these seven-years,
there was a decrease in the costs of both index crimes and traffic crashes. However, the
costs of index crimes decreased by 12.8%, whereas the costs of traffic crashes
decreased by 21.1%. During the same time period, the costs of alcohol crashes
decreased by 33.0% and the proportion of crash costs attributable to alcohol-related
crashes decreased from 24.4% to 20.7%. For each year from 1998 through 2004, the
costs associated with traffic crashes were from 2.4 times to 2.9 times that of the costs of
index crimes.

Although the reasons for the decreases in crashes and crash severity, and
consequently crash costs cannot be ascertained from examination of crash data, it is
reasonable to speculate that concurrent increases in safety-belt use and in the reduction
of drinking and driving behavior have played a major role in the decrease of crash costs.

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Appendix A

Costs per Police-Reported Crash Victim and Crime in Michigan:
Methods Supplement

The costs of crime and motor-vehicle crashes were computed in a compatible
manner. The cost categories included are:

o Medical Care includes payments for hospital and physician care, as well as
rehabilitation, prescriptions, allied health services, medical devices, coroner costs,
premature funeral expenses, insurance claims processing and emergency medical
transport. Also included in this category are victim legal expenses incurred in recovering
medical costs from at-fault drivers and their insurers.

o Future Earnings include wages, fringe benefits, and housework lost by injury
victims. The value of lost school days also is included for crime victims. We include
insurance claims processing costs (for example, life insurance claims for fatalities and
Workers' Compensation claims for people victimized while working) and legal expenses
incurred in recovering productivity losses from at-fault drivers and their insurers.

o Public Services include initial police response and follow-up investigation, as
well as fire service response to highway crashes.

o Property Damage and Loss is the value of property damage and of property
taken and not recovered, plus property insurance claims administration costs that arise
in compensating victims' property losses.

. Quality of Life places a dollar value on the pain, suffering, and other intangible
losses resulting from injury and fear. For crime, these values come from jury awards for

pain, suffering, and lost quality of life due to physical injuries and fear. For murders and
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highway crashes, this value is computed from the amount people routinely spend (in
dollars or time) to reduce their risk of death and injury.

We deliberately excluded one of the largest tangible costs associated with crime,
the cost of operating the criminal justice system. Society devotes sizable resources to
preventing and punishing criminal activity. Our cost estimates are designed to assess
the impact of crime on victims, not society's response to crime. Even within that
context, it excludes some fear-related costs -- such as a burglar alarm or a tube of
pepper spray purchased after a break-in or a crime-induced change in job or housing.
Mental health care costs also are excluded.

Motor Vehicle Crash Costs:

Modeling crash costs requires estimates of the number of people involved in a
crash, the medical details of each person’s injuries (ideally, body part injured, nature of
the injury, and injury severity, e.g,, skull fracture not resulting in loss of consciousness),
and the costs of those injuries and associated vehicle damage. The next section
describes the methodology used to estimate the incidence and medical details of crash
injuries. The succeeding section explains how the costs of crashes were estimated.

Estimation of Injury Incidence and Medical Details

No data system that contains a nationally representative sample of recent U.S.
incidence data on non-fatal crash injuries records both crash type and medical
descriptions of the injuries. The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration’s
(NHTSA'’s) National Accident Sampling System (NASS; NHTSA, 1987) collected data
containing medical descriptions of injuries for a representative sample of all police-
reported U.S. motor vehicle injury victims in 1984-1986. In 1988, NASS was replaced
by two ongoing sampling systems. The Crashworthiness Data System (CDS; NHTSA,
2002b) collects data similar to NASS but focuses on crashes involving automobiles and
automobile derivatives, light trucks and vans with gross vehicle weight less than 10 000
pounds (4 537 kg) that are towed due to damage, and excludes pedestrian and non-
motorist records. The General Estimates System (GES) collects data on a
representative sample of all police-reported crashes, but the only injury description it
gives is the severity that a police officer assigned in the police accident report.

GES, like the police reports, uses the KABCO severity scale (National Safety
Council, 1990) to classify crash victims as K-killed, A-disabling injury, B-evident injury,
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C-possible injury, or O-no apparent injury. The codes are selected by police officers
without medical training, typically without benefit of a hands-on examination. Some
victims are transported from the scene before the police officer who completes the
crash report even arrives. Thus, police reporting does not accurately describe injuries
medically. Moreover, KABCO ratings are coarse and inconsistently coded between
states and localities and over time (Miller et al., 1991, Blincoe and Faigin, 1992, O’Day,
1993). Viner and Conley (1994) found one cause of this variability was differing state
definitions of A-injury. Miller et al. (1987) found police-reported injury counts by KABCO
severity systematically varied between states because of differing state crash reporting
thresholds (the rules governing which crashes should be reported to the police) and that
state reporting thresholds often changed over time. GES verifies that all crash deaths
are coded as K and all crash victims coded as K died.

NASS and CDS record both the KABCO codes assigned by police and medical
descriptions of injury in the Occupant Injury Coding system (OIC). OIC codes include
detailed medical descriptions plus AIS threat to life severity scores. The NASS data
were coded with the 1980 version of OIC/AIS, which differs slightly from the 1985
version; but NHTSA made most OIC/AIS-85 changes well before their formal adoption
(Association for the Advancement of Automotive Medicine [AAAM], 1985). The 1999-
2001 CDS data used in this paper were coded in AlS-90 (AAAM, 1990).

Starting with Miller et al. (1997), NHTSA’s past costing studies and ours have
met the challenge posed by the lack of an adequate data system by simulating the
records that CDS would have collected if it had sampled the non-CDS strata (i.e.,
injuries to passenger vehicle occupants involved in non-tow-away crashes and to
pedestrians, pedalcyclists, and heavy vehicle occupants). Combining the simulated data
with the actual CDS data yields a synthesized, nationally representative sample of
crashes with both crash types and medical descriptions of the injuries of all people
involved in the crashes.

Our simulation used 1999-2001 GES data to reweight the 1984-1986 NASS
data for the non-CDS strata so they represent the average annual estimated GES injury
victim counts in non-CDS crashes. In applying the GES weights, we controlled for crash
type (as defined by geometry), police-reported maximum injury severity, speed limit
(<=45 miles per hour (mph) and >=50 mph), and restraint use. Weighting the NASS
data to GES restraint use levels updates the NASS injury profile to a profile reflecting
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contemporary belt use levels. This procedure assumes that particular crash types
generate typical profiles of injury outcomes that are stable over time, an assumption that
Australian research supports (Andreassen, 1986). Sample size considerations drove the
decision to pool and average 3 years worth of GES data.

At the completion of the weighting process, we combined the CDS data with the
synthesized NASS data on the non-CDS strata. This hybrid file was comprised of 1999—
2001 CDS records for non-heavy vehicle, tow-away crashes and of reweighted 1984-86
NASS records for all other crashes. Finally, we adjusted the weights on fatal crashes in
both CDS and non-CDS strata so that the weighted counts by strata, crash geometry
and speed limit matched the fatal crash counts in NHTSA'’s Fatality Analysis Reporting
System (FARS; NHTSA, 2002a). This adjusted file became our study’s incidence file.

Cost Estimation

The second step required to estimate average crash costs is to generate
estimates of crash costs by severity. We adopted injury costs from Zaloshnja et al.
(2004). That article gives costs per victim in 2000 dollars by body part, whether or not a
fracture was involved, and AIS (for both AIS85 and AIS90). We updated the costs to
2004 dollars and merged them onto the hybrid CDS/NASS/FARS file. Comprehensive
costs represent the present value, computed at a 3% discount rate, of all costs that
result from a crash over the victim’s expected life span.

Zaloshnja et al.’s (2004) medical cost estimates drew on data from 1992-1994
Civilian Health and Medical Program of the Uniformed Services (CHAMPUS) data for
physician and emergency department fees, 1994-95 data on hospital costs in MD and
NY (the only two states where costs, not charges or payments were known), and 1987
National Medical Expenditure Survey (NMES) and 1979-1987 National Council on
Compensation Insurance (NCCI) data on the percentage of costs that occur more than
6 months post injury.

Zaloshnja et al. (2004) based short-term productivity loss on information from the
CDS 1988-1991(for AIS85) and CDS 1993-1999 (for AIS90) about the probability an
employed person would lose work for a specific injury and the 1993 Survey of
Occupational Injury and lliness (SOII) of the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics on the days
of work lost per person who lost work. Mean probabilities of work loss were estimated
from just those CDS records that had the relevant information, which frequently was
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missing. Sample size considerations drove the decision to pool several years of CDS
data. Long-term productivity loss by diagnosis was based on 1979-1987 NCCI Detailed
Claims Information (DCI) data on the probability that injuries would cause permanent
partial/total disability and 1997 DCI data on the percentage loss of earning power for
partially disabled injury victims.

Zaloshnja et al. (2004) included a variety of other direct costs. Among them were
emergency services, property damage, insurance claims administration, legal and court
costs, and workplace disruption costs. These estimates used insurance data, recent
data on travel delay that crashes cause motorists whose vehicles did not crash, and
data from prior NHTSA studies.

Following Miller et al. (1995), Zaloshnja et al. (2004) based quality of life loss on
physicians’ estimates of the functional capacity lost over time by injury diagnosis and a
systematic review of the survey literature on the loss in value of life that results from
different functional losses. These losses were costed based on meta-analyses (Miller
1990; Miller 2000; and Viscusi and Aldy, 2004) examining what people pay for small
changes in fatality risk and surveys on what they state they are willing to pay. The mean
value of statistical life recommended by Miller (1990) — $3.3 million (in 2001 dollars) —
and subsequently adopted for official use by NHTSA was used in the Zaloshnja et al.
(2004)’s quality of life loss cost calculations.

Crime Costs:

The National Crime Victimization Survey (NCVS), conducted by the Census
Bureau for the National Institute of Justice, polls a sample of the U.S. population about
victimization and its consequences. Interviews are conducted every six months, with
panels of respondents included for six surveys each. Each interview covers only new
victimization, not the long-term consequences of prior victimizations. Crime incidence
estimates are averages from 2000-2004 NCVS data. We restricted our NCVS analysis
to police-reported cases.

Medical Costs

Unit medical cost and future earnings loss by gender and age group came from
Finkelstein et al. (2006). For fatalities, Finkelstein et al. (2006) computed medical costs
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separately for five places of death identified in the 2000 National Vital Statistics System
(NVSS) data: death-on-scene/at home, death-on-arrival to the hospital, death at the ED,
death at the hospital after inpatient admission, and death at a nursing home.
Depending on place of death, the medical costs incurred might include coroner/medical
examiner (C/ME), medical transport, ED, inpatient hospital, or nursing home.

Finkelstein et al. (2006) used 1999 Medical Expenditure Panel Survey (MEPS) data to
guantify medical costs for nonhospitalized injuries. For hospitalized injuries, because of
the small sample size of admitted injuries in MEPS, they primarily relied on other data
sources. Finkelstein et al. (2006) used Health Care Utilization Program National
Inpatient Sample (HCUP-NIS) data and cost-to-charge ratios from the Agency for
Healthcare Research and Quality to compute inpatient facility costs. They then used
Medstat's Marketscan® data to quantify non-facility costs incurred during an inpatient
admission.

Most injuries that require a hospitalization will also require additional treatment
after discharge. To develop estimates of short- to medium-term medical costs for
injuries requiring an inpatient admission, they multiplied total inpatient costs derived
from the HCUP-NIS/Marketscan® data by the ratio of all costs during the first 18 months
of injury, on average, to the total inpatient costs for that kind of injury. They derived
these ratios from 1996 to 1999 MEPS data. The ratio of total costs to inpatient costs
was roughly 1.35 and ranged between 1.02 and 2.13, depending on the type of injury.

To estimate long-term medical costs (18+ months), Finkelstein et al. (2006) used
multipliers derived from longitudinal 1979-1988 Detailed Claim Information (DCI) data on
463,174 Worker's Compensation claims. The DCI file was unique and nothing similar
has subsequently become available. This method implicitly assumes that while treatment
costs vary over time, the ratio of 18-month costs to total lifetime costs has remained
constant between the time the DCI data were reported and 2000.

Future earnings

Using the methods in Miller, Cohen, and Rossman (1993), we computed and
valued lost housework days per adult and lost school days per student from wage days
lost per employed victim. Permanent disability probabilities were computed from the
DCI data (following the methods in Miller, Pindus, et al., 1995) and the cause-coded
injury data. The lifetime wage and household production losses were valued from the
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age and sex distribution of crime victims using the same data and methods as for motor
vehicle crashes.

Property Damage and Loss
Property damage and loss by crime is an average from 1987-1990 NCVS data.

Quiality of Life:

Quality-of-life losses for murders were computed in the same way as for crash
fatalities. Estimating values of pain, suffering, fear, and lost quality of life involved
analyzing jury awards to crime victims (Cohen and Miller, 1994, 2003). The average
loss for assault/robbery with injury was within 5% of the average loss using the methods
used for motor vehicle crash costs. (We were unable to apply that method to compute
losses due to rape.)

Adapting Costs to Michigan:

National cost estimates were inflated to 2004 dollars using inflators (medical
spending per capita, employment cost index, and consumer price index--all items)
calculated from the Economic Report of the President. 2005. Costs per incident were
adjusted to Michigan using ratios of Michigan to national costs. The medical and
composite price ratios were calculated from the ACCRA Cost of Living Index.
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Appendix B

Costs of Traffic Crashes and Index Crimes in Michigan, 1998-2004

In this appendix, the costs of traffic crashes and index crimes from 1998 through 2004
were calculated in 2004 dollars and tabulated for comparison.

The incidence of each index crime (except arson which was not included in the
analysis) for each year from 1998 through 2004 was obtained from the Michigan State
Police and is shown in Table B1.

2.4 times to 2.9 times that of the costs of index crimes.
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The costs of all traffic crashes and of alcohol-related crashes decreased noticeably
during the seven years from 1998 through 2004. Although the reasons for the
decreases in crashes and crash severity, and consequently crash costs cannot be
ascertained from examination of crash data, it is reasonable to speculate that
concurrent changes in safety-belt use and in the reduction of drinking and driving
behavior have played a major role in this reduction. Safety-belt use in Michigan
increased from 69.9% in 1998 (Eby and Olk, 1998) to 90.5% in 2004 (Eby and Vivoda,
2004). There has also been much enforcement activity as well as public information
and education campaigns aimed at reducing drinking and driving.
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
