PIONEER VALLEY TOUR

AMHERST

Amherst was founded in 1759. The land was purchased by Lord
Jeffery Amherst from the Norwotuck Indians. Amherst was first
settled as a farming community.

Amherst’s academic history started with the founding of Amherst
Academy in 1814. Students included Mary Lyon (founder of

Mt. Holyoke College) and Emily Dickenson. Amherst College was
later founded in 1821 and the University of Massachusetts was
founded in 1863 as the Massachusetts Agricultural College. UMASS
is the largest public university in New England. Today the
student population of Amherst is approximately 23,000 and the
year round residents are numbered at around 13,000.

HADLEY

Hadley was founded in 1661 by farmers moving up the Connecticut
river valley attracted by the fertile soil. During the 18th
century and up until the revolution, wheat and beef were the
important products. 1In the 19th century many farmers lost their
fortunes as they tried to raise silk for the local Skinner Silk
Mills.

NORTHAMPTON

Calvin Coolidge president of the United States was a resident of
the city of Northampton, attended Amherst College and there is a
museum of many of his personal belongings in the Northampton
Forbes Library. The bridge across the Connecticut River is named
after him.

The Connecticut River was an important power source in the 19th
century to the silk and paper mills of the city of Holyoke. The
river begins in Vermont.

The Academy of Music is the oldest municipally owned theater in
the United States. This theater features films and live
performances.

Smith College was founded by Sophia Smith, niece of
philanthropist Oliver Smith. Sophia was from Hatfield and was
interested in providing a college for women as was available for
men during that period. The college was founded in 1871 and has
a student population of approximately 3,000 students.

Northampton was the home of the early 19th century silk mills
located in Florence. These mills later moved to Holyoke after
the great flood of the Mill River in 1874. Today Northampton is
the corporate headquarters of Mirage Studios (home of Ninja
Turtles). There is a Ninja Turtles and Comic museum in the old
gas works building behind the Main Street.
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
