Tuition rates
suffered another double digit increase this
past year, resulting in record financial aid
requests. To meet these needs alumni and
private support of the Law School Fund
must continue to grow significantly. Even
taking into account the enviable results of

the 1988 campaign, the increase in next
year’s campaign must be substantially
greater to compensate for receding state
support. Thus your private gifts play a
pivotal role in securing the distinction of
the University of Michigan Law School.

The Law School faces unprecedented
challenges in 1989, attempting to meet the
needs of students and faculty while strug-
gling with dramatic cutbacks in state
funding. With your steadfast support of
the Law School Fund we can meet these
challenges and strengthen our educational
programs. I thank all of you, on behalf of
the entire Law School community, for
your enduring loyalty and generosity.

Message from the National Chair to the Dean

J. Kay Felt, National Chair, 1987-1988

I am pleased to report that the 1988
Annual Law School Fund produced
$1,928,634.26, the largest total amount
received in the Fund’s 28-year history.
There is much to report that is very good
this year, including the fact that the
$1,529,987.41 received from alumni ex-
ceeded last year’s level of alumni contri-

butions by nearly $115,000.00, and that
the average total contribution per alumnus
increased by more than $20.00 over last
year.

There are some sobering aspects to this
year’s results, however, not the least of
which are that the total number of alumni
donors decreased from 6503 in 1987 to
6428, and that the percentage of alumni
contributing decreased from a record high
45% in 1987 to 43.3%, putting the Fund
back at 1984 percentage levels.

The fact is, however, that compared to
other law schools, and in light of a na-
tional downward trend in giving, these
results are gratifying. Michigan alumni
hold their school in high esteem and rec-
ognize that the Fund has contributed that
margin of excellence that keeps Michigan
at the forefront of legal education. Only a

handful of schools with a long head start
in annual giving programs can match
these results.

The Fund’s progress in this difficult year
was due in large part to the extraordinary
efforts of Jonathan Lowe, his skillful staff
and a large group of dedicated volunteers.
It is now time to pass the torch to Murray
Feiwell and the able team led by Fred
Lambert and Patricia Curtner. Their
enthusiasm and dedication bode well for
extraordinary success.

In leaving this post, this year’s volunteers
and I want most of all to extend our thanks
to Dean Bollinger and his predecessors as
Dean who have made our school almost
without peer in the quality of legal educa-
tion. We thank you and the outstanding
faculty and pledge our support in the
coming years.

The Law School is extremely grateful to
the alumni who contributed to the Law
School Fund this year. We are equally
thankful to the many alumni who volun-
teered their time to the Fund drive, and to
Kay Felt who for the past two years has
served most admirably as the Chair of the
National Committee. I am sure that Kay’s
spirited leadership made a significant dif-
ference in the success of the Fund.

I want to take this opportunity, however,
which is usually spent in giving thanks for
the past, to express my sense of the grow-
ing importance of private giving to the
future of the Law School. This is not the
time or place to provide detailed financial
siatements and projections for the School,
but I do want to convey to you the fact that
the Law School’s budget is facing steadily
increasing pressures. I want us now, be-
fore those pressures become debilitating,
to view the situation as urgent. It is a sim-
ple fact of life that state support to the
University is declining. As a consequence
the Law School’s tuition has risen dramat-
ically in recent years—more rapidly than
at any of our peer schools and now nearly
the equal of the most expensive—and the
School’s operating expenses are growing
at a fast pace.

Over the past two years, I have met with
many of you, individually and in groups,
to begin to convey this message in more
detail. I will of course continue to do that.

The purpose of this letter is to convey the
fundamental idea—an idea to which I
find myself more deeply committed by
the day—that it is imperative that we
begin to think about the Law School, in
financial terms, as a private institution.
That means we must recognize, as all
private schools long have, that the Law
School’s greatness is dependent upon the
Law School Fund and the School’s en-
dowment. Both of these are dependent
upon the private financial generosity of
our alumni. Private contributions, in
short, are no longer simply the margin of
difference but essential to the basic well-
being of the institution.

Again, I thank those who have served and
contributed to the Law School Fund this
past year. I look forward to increasing the
Law School Fund in the upcoming year
and to building the Law School’s endow-
ment for the future.

Early Leader of Law School Fund

The University of Michigan Law School
was deeply saddened by the recent loss of
our alumnus Emmett E. Eagan. Emmett
died on March 14, 1989, at the age of 78,
after suffering a heart attack shortly after
leaving work. Many of you will re-
member Emmett not only as a respected
attorney but as a dedicated Law School
Fund volunteer who was the National
Chair of the Fund in 1965 and 1966. Em-
mett helped lay the groundwork for what
remains a successful fundraising program
after twenty-eight years. His leadership
during the early years of the Fund. and his
consistent support of the Law School, set
an example of loyalty and hard work
which is difficult to surpass.

Emmett received his undergraduate de-
gree in literature and law from the Univer-
sity of Michigan in 1931. He graduated
from the Law School in 1934 with mem-
bership in the Order of the Coif and the
Law Review. Emmett joined Miller, Can-
field, Paddock and Stone the year he grad-
uated and remained there his entire life,
serving as a corporate lawyer and more
recently as a consulting partner. He was
active on several boards of trustees in-
cluding the Herrick Foundation, the Sage
Foundation, Bon Secours Hospital, and
the Morrisson Foundation. In 1967 the
University of Michigan awarded him its
prestigious Sesquicentennial Award for
“knowledge, wisdom and the courage to
serve”, a fitting honor for a memorable
alumnus.

In 1966 Emmett was instrumental in the
establishment of the Miller, Canfield,
Paddock and Stone Scholarship Fund and
in 1979 the firm honored him by establish-
ing the Emmett E. Eagan Award for an
outstanding student of corporate law.

Emmett was a diligent and thorough law-
yer who enjoyed his profession immen-
sely. He worked six days a week even up
until the last years of his life. He also re-
mained active as an avid tennis player. We
are proud to have been able to name him
among our alumni and we shall miss him.

Partners in Leadership:
A University-Wide Effort

The Law School recently joined other
schools and colleges of the University
taking part in the “Partners in Lead-
ership” program. This is a new Univer-
sity-wide annual giving effort to secure
and to recognize annual gifts of $1,000 or
more from alumni and friends of the Law
School, and other University schools and
colleges, by using peer solicitations and
other specialized appeals.

The program is being tested in two metro-
politan areas, Grand Rapids and northern
Detroit, in the fall of 1989.

Average Alumni Gift: How does Michigan compare?

In a ranking of ten leading law schools
Michigan finished second to last in the
size of average alumni gift for the last
fiscal year. All but one of ten peer institu-
tions surpassed us in this comparison of
average dollars given annually by each
alumni. While the percentage of our
alumni who support the Law School Fund
is impressive, the dollar amount of the
average alumni gift is disconcerting.

Imagine the increase in support for the
Law School if everyone increased their
annual gift by just $50. At a 45% par-
ticipation rate that would mean approx-
imately $325,000 in additional funds for
student financial aid, faculty support, and

library costs. We are fortunate to have the
widespread support and generosity of
our alumni—now we are asking you to
expand that support, to any extent that
you can.

The Benefits of Planned Giving: Clyne Bequest Supports Professorship

“Until the day he died my uncle was al-

ways helping some young man into the

field of law. To know that he can still help

the University is a thrilling thing for me.”

Eighty-four years after her husband grad-
uated from the University of Michigan
Law School and twenty-one years after
his death, Edith J. Clyne, B.A. ’29 and
widow of Charles F. Clyne, J.D. ’02, gave
$500,000 to the Law School to establish
the Charles F. and Edith J. Clyne Pro-
fessorship of Law. With this gift the
Clynes joined the growing number of
alumni making charitable gifts upon
their death through a bequest or will.
Gifts of this kind, usually referred to as
“planned” or “deferred” gifts, benefit
grantee and grantor alike, allowing
alumni to make a substantial gift upon
their death which perpetually joins their
name to the Law School and at the same
time to save a considerable amount on es-
tate tax.

The Clyne bequest is especially notable
for its bolstering of faculty support. By
securing the teaching, scholarship and re-
search of a faculty member, this gift helps
meet the markedly increased need for sig-
nificant faculty support. A. W. Brian
Simpson was the first Law School faculty
member to benefit from the Clyne’s gift,
becoming the Charles F. and Edith J.
Clyne Professor of Law in 1988. Professor
Simpson holds an M. A. and J.D. from
Oxford University, and works extensively
in the field of common law.

This gift is the culmination of the

Clynes’ lifelong involvement with the
Law School. After graduating, Mr. Clyne
returned to the Law School over the
course of fifty years for seven reunions of
his Law School class of 1902. His legal
career was illustrious and varied, serving
as the city attorney of Aurora, IL., as a
member of the Illinois legislature and as
the U.S. District attorney for Northern I1-

linois. He worked in banking from 1943
until his death in 1965.

Edith Jewell married Charles Clyne when
she was forty-seven and he was sixty-five.
Originally from Loomis, Michigan, Edith
graduated from the University of Michi-
gan with an A.B. in 1929. Although not a
law graduate herself, she shared her hus-
band’s enthusiastic support of the Law
School. Helping young generations of
lawyers was a priority and a pleasure for
both of them.

With their gift, the Clynes realized both
the lasting importance and the tax benefits
of a donation through a trust or bequest.
Many alumni think it a heartening pros-
pect to associate their name with the Law
School and to ensure their support of the
School far into the future.

Planned giving is also an attractive option
for investment decisions. It is possible to
make a lifetime gift which will support
the School, maintain or increase income
for yourself or a loved one, derive sub-
stantial income tax benefits, and ease the
financial burdens of the Law School.

These deferred gifts can take many forms,
including contributions to the University’s
donor pooled income fund, outright gifts
by will, charitable unitrusts or annuity
trusts, revocable living trusts, charitable
lead trusts, and gifts of real property.
