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A PAPER entitled ‘‘Twenty-five Years of Bird Migration at
Ann Arbor, Michigan’’ was given by N. A. Wood at the An-
nual Meeting of the Michigan Academy of Science held in
Ann Arbor in 1906, and was published in the Eighth Report
of that society.® Because of the scarcity of these reports and
the exhaustion of the separates, we have included a summary
of the data for 1880-1905 in the present report.

The records for the years 1906-1930 have been the work
of the writers with the assistance of local observers. Otto Me-
Creary, Harley B. Sherman, Roland Hussey, and Frank Novy
contributed a number of the records from 1906 to about 1916.
More recent contributors are Walter Koelz, Claude H. Van
Tyne, Jr., Josselyn Van Tyne, Donald Savery, Aldred S.
‘Warthin, Jr., and Richard E. Olsen. We are greatly indebted
to Geneva Smithe and to Leonard W. Wing for the transerip-
tion of records and arrangement in their present form.

The records included in the present list were secured within
a radius of thirty miles of Ann Arbor, Michigan.
