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Of course, our football team got the new year off to a great start by
beating W awhmgum in the Rose Bowl after winning their :T.h Big Ten
football ¢ hampionship in a row. Not to be outdone, the men's basket-
ball and hockey teams took Michigan to its second straight pair of Final
Fours. In fact, the men had such a great year that 1754 Today awarded
the men the All-5ports National L'h;nu]}innsllip. Just as impressive,
however, was the fact that our women won hve Big Ten champion
h‘hi]}s-—-in Cross country, gj.'rt'l.l'l:l..\itin;'ﬁ. softhall, .*:u'immiﬂg. and track!

Our students also had a great vear in their other activities. They won their
second straight national lempmmhip in the solar-powered car race,
-93, and went on to compete for the world championship in
Australia. Approximately 4,500 of our students were involved in commu-
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nity service activities through programs such as Project SERVE or through
one of over 500 student organizations on campus.

It has been a great vear in the classroom as well. The reputation of
Michigan’ \un{lqunduau programs moved up another notch to 7th in the
nation (UJS News and World Report). In fact, one rating (the Gourman Re-
port) ranked us as high as 3rd, behind only Harvard and Princeton—although we take this with
a grain of salt. According to US News & World Report, Michigan continues to rank as a national

leader in the {run]]t} of our prole sssional schools (e.g.; Hmnuhh sth, Lrentistry Ird, Engincer
ing ith, Law-Tth, Medicine—10th, MNursing 4th, i’]mrm:tc'}' 5th, Public
Health—-1st). And our programs in the humanities, natural sciences, and
social sciences continue to rank among the very best.

Our faculty had an outstanding vear in research as well. Last vear Michi-

It is both interesting and encouraging to note that despite the serious erosion in state support
over the past two decades, the University of Michigan today is stronger and more exciting than
ever belore.

We've had lots of friends visit the University over the past vear, Mike
Wallace and his friends from 60 Minutes arrived to dedicate the new Mike and
Mary Wallace House for our Michigan Journalism Fellows Program. It was a
great occasion nlth::uLh we are alw ays a bit nervous when M]‘ Minutes comes
on campus! In the spring, First ]_;uh Hlfian Rodham Clinton came to Ann
Arbor to receive an honorary :hgru_ and give our commencement address. A
few weeks later, President Carlos Salinas de Gortari of Mexico came to
campus to receive an honorary degree. And early next spring, we will host
the Dalai Lama who will receive the Wallenberg Medal.

We've also managed to take some exciting trips during the past year. Of
course, many of vou joined us in traveling to Pasadena to watch the football team win the Rose
Bowl, and l_I:u n to New Orleans for the Final Four to see the “Fab Five plus” beat Kentucky and
then lose a heartbreaker to North Carolina in the national championship game.
