By “Very socially inappropriate” we mean behavior that is inconsistent with what most other students expect an Individual ought to do, whereas by “Very socially appropriate” we mean behavior that is  consistent with what most other students expect a person ought to do. An action might be considered as socially appropriate if most students agree that it is the “proper” thing to do, whereas a behavior might be considered as socially inappropriate if most students would get angry if they observe a person doing it.




Q9.2 But wait, there's more! We don't want you to tell us whether you personally believe that the action is socially appropriate or inappropriate. Instead, we want you to guess how most other students participating in this study would rate the behavior.

 


This is important because it matters for how you will get paid.  At the end of the study we will compare your guess with the ratings from all students participating in the study.
